l .  Instructions to Applicants
A. General

In connection with the Invitation for Pre-qualification indicated in
Section ll, Pre-qualification Data Sheet (PDS), the Employer, as
defined in the PDS, issues this Pre-qualification Document
(POD) to applicants interested in bidding for the works described
in Section V, Scope of Works.

(c) will sanction a firm or individual, including declaring them
ineligible, either indefinitely or for a stated period of time, to
be awarded a contract if it at any time determines that they
have, directly or through an agent, engaged, in corrupt,

(d) will have the right to require that a provision be included in
Bidding Documents and requiring bidders, suppliers,
contractors and consultants to permit the Employer to
inspect their accounts and records and other documents
relating to the bid submission and contract performance
and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the
Employer.

An Applicant shall be a private, public or government owned legal
entity, subject to ITA 4.6, or any combination of them in the form
of association(s) including Joint Venture (JV) with the formal
intent, as evidenced by a letter of intent, to enter into an
agreement or under an existing agreement. In the case of a JV,
unless otheruvise specified in the PDS, (i) all parties shall be
jointly and severally liable, and (ii) there shall be no limit on the
number of partners.
